Celebrates 100 Years of Catholic Coeducation

In 1909, Marquette University became the first Catholic
university in the world to admit women alongside men
into its regular undergraduate program. During the 2009-
10 school year, Marquette is celebrating this centennial
anniversary with activities that include an alumnae mem-
ory project, guest speakers and lectures, and faculty, staff,
student, and alumni events.

The decision to admit women was made by Fr. James
McCabe, SJ, a year after he became Marquette’s presi-
dent. Later, as president of Xavier University in Cincinnati,
he replicated his Marquette decision and opened its sum-
mer program to religious and lay women.

Jesuit's Role as Hospital
Chaplain Expands

Fr. George Winchester, SJ, a
chaplain at Brigham and Wom-
en’s Hospital in Boston, per-
forms duties one would expect,
like anointing the sick. However,
these days he also finds himself
taking on duties once reserved
for doctors and nurses—such
as attending medical rounds,
according to a Boston Globe
story.

As the requests for spiritual
guidance at the hospital have
increased, the role and num-
ber of chaplains has expanded.
Winchester and other chaplains
have become key persons on the
medical team.

A day for Winchester may
include joining doctors and nurs-
es for rounds in the ICU. He lis-
tens for changes in patients’ health
so he knows who may need a visit,
and he shares the emotional states of
patients with doctors and nurses.

He also helps doctors run fami-
ly meetings where difficult decisions

Pope Visits Vatican Observatory’s New Headquarters

“The pope very much wanted to be
involved with our new headquarters,”
said Fr. George Coyne, S}, of Pope
Benedict XVI's visit that inaugurated
the Vatican Observatory’s new head-
quarters in Castel Gandolfo, outside
of Rome, this September.

The pope gave a “beautiful prayer
and blessing” for the staff and their
new headquarters, said Coyne, former
director of the Vatican Observatory.

The Vatican Observatory’s head-
quarters had been inside the papal
palace at Castel Gandolfo since 1935;
the new facility is in a renovated

Commemorates Katrina Help

The Loyola University New Orleans Class of 2009
dedicated a sculptural bench to the university in the
fall that pays tribute to the 637 colleges that took in
displaced Loyola students in the semester following
Hurricane Katrina in 2005.

The Class of 2009 were freshmen when Katrina hit
New Orleans. Loyola was forced to suspend classes,
and students scattered to colleges and law schools
across North America and Europe. The bench, by
New Orleans metal artist David Borgerding, incorpo-
rates the names of each of the schools into the piece
and is shaped like the spiral of a hurricane.
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Cardinal Dulles’s Archives
at Fordham University

“The Papers and Memorabilia of Avery Cardinal Dulles, SJ,”
was a recent exhibit at Fordham University’s library that
featured more than 100 items of memorabilia from the
cardinal’s personal archives, which he bequeathed to the
library in 2003.

Dulles was the son of John Foster Dulles, Eisenhower’s
secretary of state.

Included in the collection are books, manuscripts, cor-
respondence, photographs, honorary degrees, vestments,
and other materials—including his first letter to Santa
Claus, which began: “Dear Santa Claus, | send much love
to you and | wish you to give me many Christmas pre-
sents, as you do always.”

Other items displayed were the Croix de Guerre the
French awarded him (Dulles served in the U.S. Navy in
World War 1), his red silk biretta, a letter to his parents
explaining his conversion to Catholicism (he was raised a
Presbyterian), and his scarlet cardinal’s cape.

University archivist Patrice Kane estimates that there
are a few thousand items in the archive, from which the
exhibited items were drawn.
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Canadian Jesuits

archive in Montreal to house the rare books, artwork, doc-
uments, photographs, and publications of the Canadian
Jesuits, who arrived in Canada in 1611.

The archives of both English and French Canada were
joined in one location to better serve historians and
researchers. The main categories of holdings are items
from prior to 1800, institutional archives, and personal
archives of Jesuits.

Several initiatives were planned for the anniversary,
including a weeklong celebration in Vienna, the city where
he worked for many years and where he died.

The Pontifical Gregorian University in Rome held an
International Study Congress in November at which par-
ticipants analyzed Pozzo’s work. Pozzo founded the artistic
academy at the Roman College, the original name of the
Pontifical Gregorian University.
